 Test Time 

All the College students have recently been through Mid-term exams. So, as I am a bit nostalgic for the days of tests, quizzes and 

papers, here is a test for you to take about our congregation.  No essay questions, just a number of True/False statements.  Enjoy! 

True or False:  We are in deep financial trouble. 

False, actually.  We run on the edge, to be sure.  Read our Finance Chair’s article on page 7  to see what we need each week to fully 

fund our budget.  On the other hand, God has been providing what we need for ministry.  We have no debt; we have some re-

serves, and we have a generous congregation that meets needs as they arise.   

True or False:  We have declining attendance. 

False.  Our attendance in worship has been trending upward!  Even with the nasty weather this winter, we have been averaging 

about 113 in worship.  Last year at this time the average was 108.   And the really cool thing is that we have a number of families 

attending on a regular basis that are newer to the church or the community.   

True or False:  We have lost a lot of members.   

False again!  At the last Church Conference we corrected the number of people on the rolls, but the cool thing was: we didn’t have 

to take anybody off the membership roll to do that.  We had simply built up a wrong number over the years that had been carried 

forward.  When we looked at who was really on the rolls, the number was less (188 vs. 340) but the 340 was never a real number 

to begin with.  

True or False:  We have a higher ratio of attendance to membership than most churches in the North Texas Conference. 

True!  Yes, now that we have corrected the membership rolls we can see that, in reality, we have a group of very faithful, com-

mitted members.  We have about a 66% attendance rate for worship and about a 40% attendance rate for Sunday School.  Do I 

wish it was higher? Well sure!  But it is phenomenal when compared to other churches in the conference. 

True or False: If we have conflict in the congregation we must not be very healthy. 

False!  Conflict grows out of a diversity of people having a diversity of opinions.  Any time you see a church that appears to have no 

conflicts, that probably means someone feels that they can’t speak up.  My goal for FUMCL is not a church without conflict, but a 

church that knows how to deal with conflict in a Christ-like way.  

*FYI – I am always happy to hear what you think about an issue, whether you agree with me or not.  I might get a little irritated 

sometimes (being a work in progress myself), but I will get over it!   I am much more likely to listen to complaints that begin, “I 

think that . . . .”  I am much less likely to listen to complaints that begin with, “People are saying that . . .”  I can address issues that 

a person has; I can’t address issues that “people” have.  If you know someone that is hesitant to come to me with something, 

please encourage them.  I don’t bite, I won’t think less of them and I won’t hold a grudge.+ 

True or False:  We have the most wonderful congregation in the North Texas Conference.   

True, true, true!  I will admit to being biased, but this really is an amazing congregation.  I feel the Holy Spirit at 

work here and I am so very thankful to be appointed to serve here.

CHURCH-WIDE LENTEN Sunday School Study will continue through April 24, 2011                                                                                                                                   
“24 HOURS THAT CHANGED THE WORLD”   By Adam Hamilton 

The aim of this study is to help participants better understand the events that occurred during the last twenty
-four hours of Jesus’ life, to see more clearly the theological significance of Christ’s suffering and death, and 
to reflect upon the meaning of these events for your life.  In order to do this, we are looking at the geograph-
ical and historical setting of the events of that fateful day; reflecting theologically on Jesus’ death; and, ulti-
mately, looking to see ourselves in the story, considering how we are like Pilate or Peter, Judas, or John. 

In March, we began with the Last Supper, which took place on Thursday night, and will end with Christ’s 
death on the cross the following afternoon.  On Easter Sunday, we will reflect on the Resurrection. 

All of the Sunday school classes are meeting in the Sanctuary at 9:45 a.m. We open with prayer, the Scripture reading for the 
lesson, and watch the video.  The video was shot in and around Jerusalem, in the very places where the events described in 
the book occurred.  Then, we adjourned to our respective classes for discussion of the DVD, book, and Scripture. 

Along with the study, a forty-day reflection guide is provided for daily devotional time.  Some are also journaling from ques-
tions provided from the 40 Days of Reflection readings. 

The author, Adam Hamilton, states that every Easter for over twenty years he has ended his Easter sermon with the same 
words:  “People ask me, ‘Do you really believe this story of the Resurrection?’  And my answer is always the same, I not only 
believe it, I am counting on it.” 

Come and experience this study of the last 24 hours of Jesus’ life with us, deepening your faith and your love and gratitude for  
Jesus Christ.   
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First, let me share the purpose of the Finance Committee. The Finance Committee is responsible for reporting on and accounting 

for all tithes and offerings given to the Church family. The Finance Committee is also responsible for tracking the spending of 

these funds to ensure all special gifts are used appropriately and we stay within our budget.  I would like to share a little infor-

mation on the budget with everyone. Our budget for 2011 is $164,000. I know that seems like a lot at first glance but if you think 

about it for just a moment, it is not. This budget must cover all church salaries, utilities, building maintenance, kitchen supplies, 

offices supplies, apportionments to UMC, subcontract labor for lawn and janitorial services. In order to meet this budget, we 

must average a weekly offering of approximately $3200 dollars. We post the weekly offering in the sanctuary in hopes that each of you will take 

note and do all you can to help us meet our obligation to our church family and the community we serve. 

 

You might ask - “What else is going on with the Finance Committee?”   A lot is happening.   Our wonderful, faithful Jackie Cummings has retired 

from the position of Financial Secretary after many years of service in this capacity.  We surprised her in Worship Service a few Sundays ago with 

a tribute from the UMW and seconded by the whole church.  Our new Financial Secretary is Allen Rhoden, who is recovering from very serious 

illness.  Until he recovers fully, we are holding his job for him.  We have an interim solution utilizing the counters and Pastor Martha to cover the-

se duties so that Allen won’t have to “catch up” when he takes on this job.  If you have special checks or donations to give to the church, please 

either bring them to the church office during the week or call our Finance chair, Fred Eubanks (903-587-0989).  

 

If you need to be reimbursed for expenses you have incurred on behalf of the church, be sure to fill out a Check Request form and attach the re-

ceipts.  We can help in the office, if needed.  Also, your request will need to be approved by the person who oversees your particular area of the 

budget.

The 

hole in the sanctuary ceiling will be repaired the first week of April. The Trustees have also recently in-

stalled a small water heater in place of the old one that was leaking gas.  This heater services the bath-

rooms across from the office and the Nursery.  An upgrade for the sound system is also going in at the be-

ginning of April. 

 

You will  note that we have removed the large trash dumpster from behind the property.  The trash will be put out in smaller 

containers. 

 

If you see something that needs to be addressed around the building, please notify one of the Trustees so that they can address 

it at the monthly meeting (or sooner if need be).  Our Trustees are Lloyd Flanagan, Wayne Ready, Marty  Vehslage, George Tren-

holm, Jake Green, Lisa Cline, Kyle Brown and Ted Williams all led by Trustee Chair Billy Grimes.   

 

Issues Trustees are looking at: lighting around the church parking lot, improvement of sidewalks and parking lots. Some of these 

can be funded out of our Capital Maintenance Fund, but if one of these projects “speaks to you,” feel free to give a special gift! 
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On May 14 and 15, thousands of United Methodists around the world 

will impact their communities with service and other outreach during 
"Change the World 2." 

The first "Change the World" weekend last spring involved more than 
100,000 United Methodists from every U.S. state and 13 other countries 
serving at 1,000 sites. The 2011 goal is for 500,000 people to focus on 
hunger relief, global health and other actions to relieve the burdens of 
those living in poverty. 

Joining the "Change the World" movement is simple, say organizers. 

1. Identify a project that makes a difference in the local or global community (or both). 

2. Register at www.rethinkchurch.org/changetheworld. 

3. Involve your community. 

As of mid-February, more than 100 congregations had registered. Placing themselves on the interactive map makes it 
easy for neighbors to find and join them. 

Creston (Iowa) United Methodist Church will offer a free healthy cooking class and raise awareness of hunger 
through a radio interview. 

Aztec (N.M.) United Methodist Church will promote its food pantry in the free community newspaper and lead a 
CROP Walk. 

Several congregations will have Hunger Ministry Weekends, partnering with the Society of St. Andrew, 

www.endhunger.org/CTW. 

Many "Change the World" events in 2011 will address hunger. Others will clean up communities, visit retirement 
homes or homeless shelters, support clean water, provide health screenings, collect clothing drives or improve public 
buildings. 

Werner United Methodist Church in North Canton, Ohio, will host a "Nothing But Nets" soccer tournament to raise 
funds to provide insecticide-treated bed nets to fight malaria in Africa. 

 "Change the World" Weekend began in 2010 as a partnership of United Methodist Communications, the United Meth-
odist Publishing House and Ginghamsburg United Methodist Church in Tipp City, Ohio. It's name is from a book by 
the Rev. Michael Slaughter. Among the new partners in 2011 are the General Board of Global Ministries, the General 
Board of Discipleship and United Methodist Men.     (from the  March/April Issue of Interpreter Magazine)
