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Preparing for Lent

Next Wednesday, February 22, is the beginning of the season of
Lent. We call this day “Ash Wednesday.” Lent is a time of prep-
aration for Easter. For 40 days (Sundays don’t count) we spend
time looking into our lives, finding the places where we have cut
God out, cleaning out the dark corners, remembering that we
are limited in our power and in our ability. Ash Wednesday
starts us off with a service where we remember our mortality
by coming to the altar, allowing ashes to be placed on our fore-
head and hearing the words, “Dust you are, and to dust you
shall return. Repent and believe in the gospel.”

This all can seem rather depressing to those outside the Chris-
tian community and maybe to those inside the community as
well! Certainly it doesn’t seem to fit with the kind of gospel
message that constantly encourages us to “Live your best life
now!” However, the wonderful secret of Lent, the wonderful
secret of repentance, is that in remembering our own mortality
and lack of power, in reflecting on how we have failed, we find
the awesome joy of also remembering that our strength is in
God, that we can do all things through Him who strengthens us
and calls us according to His purposes.

Once a year, if we have gotten off track with our Christian walk,
we get to return to the path that leads to eternal life. Of
course, we can do that at any time and any day; but having a
season of the church year that focuses on reflection, repent-
ance and renewal is a big help to those of us who get side-
tracked by the busyness of life. We have the opportunity to do
a “spring cleaning” of our lives and hearts, so that the resurrec-
tion power of Easter has a renewed chance to transform us.

Traditionally Christians have given up something for Lent. In
the early Christian church it was common to give up meat for
the season of Lent. These days, common items to give up are
alcohol, coffee, chocolate, desserts, etc. The idea is to give up
something that you enjoy in order to focus on faith. Many
Christians fast during certain days of Lent — usually on Fridays.
Another way to remember Lent is to add a spiritual practice,
instead of simply giving something up. | typically spend my

morning prayer time at the church in the sanctuary during
Lent, renewing my focus on prayer without the distractions
that | have at the house.

During this Lenten season | invite you to try several things:

1. Try giving something up, but put the money that you
would spend on that item in a special place and bring it on
Easter to give to either Imagine No Malaria, or the Pastor’s
Discretionary Fund. Let your voluntary lack provide for
someone else’s need.

2. Rededicate your prayer life to God. Join me at the church
at 7:00 in the mornings. | will not be there on some morn-
ings; | have a bible study with a pastor’s covenant group that
has started meeting every other Wednesday morning at 7:30
am in Bonham. However, | will try to find volunteers to be at
the church on the mornings when | cannot. You don’t need
to dress up — | generally throw on my jeans or sweats. We
don’t have formal prayers, so whatever devotional material
you want to bring is fine. If you would like me to pray with
you, of course | am available. At 7:30 on the days that | am

there | will serve communion.

3. Fast on Fridays. For information on how to fast and the

Lent can be a wonderful time of preparation for the most
holy time of the year — Easter. Join me in using this time to
reflect, repent, renew and rededicate your life.
