Five Practices  
 Remember last year when I came?  I preached a 

series on the CƛǾŜ tǊŀŎǝŎŜǎ ƻŦ CǊǳƛǜǳƭ /ƻƴƎǊŜƎŀǝƻƴǎΥ Radi-

cal Hospitality, Passionate Worship, Intentional Faith Devel-

opment, Risk-Taking Mission and Ser-

vice and Extravagant Generosity.  The 

Annual Conference is talking a lot the-

se days about vital congregations and 

what those are.  Certainly vital con-

gregations engage in all of these prac-

tices.  So how are we doing?  Have 

you been radical in your hospitality 

lately—remember the 5-10-link rule?  

Have you gone out of your way to 

welcome new faces in the congregation ōŜŦƻǊŜ you talk to 

old friends?  Do you come to worship ready to passionately 

adore your God and King?  What have you been doing to 

develop your faith in an intentional way—not just letting it 

happen, but truly striving for more understanding and 

deeper commitment.  Does your mission or service feel like 

a risk?  And is your generosity extravagant enough to give 

you joy and be a little scary?  These are the questions I ask 

myself on a regular basis, and are at the heart of what we 

help each other with in our covenant group.  (Oh, yeah—do 

you have a covenant group to keep you accountable?) 

  

 The Five Practices weren’t just a one-time sermon 

series: we will be continuously returning to them over the 

months and years.  In fact, I have structured the newsletter 

to reflect these practices.   

  Four Areas of Focus

General Conference of the United Methodist Church agreed 

would guide our life together in the coming years. (For more

 These Four areas of Focus are:  

¶ Combating the diseases of poverty by improving health

¶ Engaging in ministry with the poor. 

¶ Creating new places for new people and revitalizing ex-
isting congregations. 

¶ Developing principled Christian leaders for the church 

and the world. 

 As we develop our mission and ministry in the com-

ing years, these are the areas that we, too, will want to focus 

on.  I think you will see in these pages that we are headed in 

that direction. 

Four Drivers of Vitality

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 The “pastor-parish relations 
committee (PPRC)” is truly a staff-parish 
relations committee (SPRC) because the 
committee relates to all staff, both 
bishop-appointed staff and employed 
staff.  The .ƻƻƪ ƻŦ 5ƛǎŎƛǇƭƛƴŜ uses both 
names for this committee to reflect the 

use of both terms with the various congregations of The 
United Methodist Church. 

 The S/PPRC has both leadership and management 
functions in the congregation.  In other organizations, 
management functions may be taken care of by a 
personnel office or Human Resources department.  As a 
part of the body of Christ, the SPRC must always be aware 
of the mission of God’s church and that it is realized.  The 
SPRC prayerfully listens to God’s direction for guidance in 
its decisions and actions. 

 According to the нллу .ƻƻƪ ƻŦ 5ƛǎŎƛǇƭƛƴŜ, 
Paragraph 258.2, the committee shall meet in closed 
session and information shared in the committee shall be 
confidential. (Note:  there is a difference between 
“confidentiality”- private matters shared in trust verses 
“secrecy”- something hidden or concealed.)  This relates to 
what goes on in the committee---not only the actions 
taken, but also the discussions preceding the actions. 

 The administrative task of working with personnel 
is not the same as the program ministries of other 
committees. 

 The staff/pastor-parish relations committee 
members are nominated by the committee on lay 
leadership and elected by the charge or church conference.  
By electing the SPRC, the church conference states its 
confidence and trust in those that are elected to this 
committee. 

 Sometimes church members have ŎƻƴŎŜǊƴǎ about 
the pastor, staff, or the congregation.  Any member may 
bring a concern to the pastor or a SPRC member.  However, 
concerns should always be addressed directly with the 
person with whom the member is having the concern.

If you do not feel that the concern has 
been resolved, the SPRC chair and/or pastor will consult 
with the District Superintendent.  If the District 
Superintendent deems it useful, he/she can call in specially 
trained mediators as consultants as well.

General Conference is the 
only entity that speaks for The United Methodist Church.  
 The 2012 conference has been planned by the 25 -
member Commission on the General Conference, led by 
Randall Miller of Emeryville, Calif.  A local committee from 
the Florida Annual Conference under the leadership of Bish-
op Timothy Whitaker , is hosting the event. Marilyn Swanson 
is chairperson of the Host Committee. Some 4,000 people 
will serve in a variety of volunteer roles such as greeters, 
registration officials, marshals, pages, translators, hosts and 
hostesses, guides, drivers, musicians, technicians, reporters 
and emergency-response volunteers.

 During the 11 -day session, 988 delegates will revise 
The Book of Discipline, which regulates the manner in which 
local churches, annual conferences and general agencies are 
organized. The book sets policies regarding church member-
ship, ordination, administration, property and judicial proce-
dures. The assembly may modify most disciplinary para-
graphs by majority vote, but the Constitution can only be 
amended by a two-thirds affirmative vote, followed by a two
-thirds affirmative vote of the aggregate number of mem-
bers voting in annual conference session. Delegates may not 
revoke or change the Articles of Religion or the Confession of 
Faith unless two-thirds of the delegates agree to change this 
provision and three-fourths of the annual conference mem-
bers also agree. 
 Delegates also revise The Book of Resolutions, a 
volume declaring the church’s stance on a variety of social 
justice issues. The book contains more than 300 resolutions 
that are considered instructive and persuasive, but are not 
binding on members. 

 In addition, the assembly approves plans and budg-
ets for church-wide programs for the next four years and 
elects members of the Judicial Council and the University 
Senate. 
 

5ŜƭŜƎŀǘŜǎ 
 Equal numbers of lay and clergy delegates are se-
lected from each annual conference. Every annual confer-
ence is guaranteed one lay and one clergy delegate.  
 Just as the U.S. Congress redistricts every 10 years 
following a national census, the number of lay and clergy 
delegates assigned from each annual conference changes 
each quadrennium  (4-year period) based on the number of 
lay and clergy members. The total number of delegates is 
limited to 1,000. The 2012 conference will have an increased 
number of delegates from outside the United States.  
 Groups of churches in Africa, Asia and Europe are 
known as “central conferences.” Central conferences will 
have 372 delegates, up 96 from the 2008 assembly and up 
186 from the gathering in 2004. Two hundred eighty-two of 
the central conference delegates will be from Africa, up 90 
from 2008. The 24 annual conferences in the Philippines will 
have 48 delegates. An additional 10 delegates will come 
from “concordat” churches with which the denomination 
has a formal relationship: four from Great Britain and two 
each from Puerto Rico, Mexico and the Caribbean & the 
Americas. The United Methodist Church has special cove-
nant relationships with the Methodist traditions in those 
countries. 
 

.ƛǎƘƻǇǎ 
 Retired and active bishops attend the conference 
but do not vote and may not speak in plenary sessions with-
out permission from the assembly. Individual bishops pre-
side over business sessions, normally serving for one morn-
ing, afternoon or evening period. All bishops, active and re-
tired, attend the entire conference. Presiding bishops are 
selected by a General Conference committee. Each presiding 
bishop selects a bishop to serve as a parliamentarian.

 Primary sources of legislation are petitions and pro-
posals from church agencies and organizations. Petitions 
must be submitted 210 days before the opening of the con-

ference. Any organization, ordained minister or lay 
member of the church may petition the General 
Conference. Approximately 1,600 pieces of legislation are 

expected at the 2012 assembly.  
 As in the U.S. Congress, the bulk of General Confer-
ence business is conducted in legislative committees. Each 
committee receives petitions and proposals, debates them, 
and determines whether to approve, amend, combine or 
reject them for recommendation to the full body of General 
Conference.  
 All proposed legislation—from individuals, organiza-
tions, church-wide agencies and annual conferences—is

 Last night I woke up at 4:30 in the morning, think-
ing and praying for all the disaster survivors trying to re-
cover and those who are still in the midst of their disaster.

The saddest part 
of it all is that UMCOR, the United Methodist humanitarian 
agency who helps after disasters, has nothing left in the US 
Disaster fund. They announced this back on April 28th.  
 Normally after a disaster, a conference office can 
request an emergency grant of up to $10,000 to help them 
get their recovery program going. So many of these grants 
have been asked for this spring that there is no more mon-
ey left - UMCOR has had to dip into their reserves. All 
around us, conferences have been affected.  
 But we here in North Texas have been largely 
spared. Yes we had some fires in Archer County and some

May 21 and June 4 in Kaufman, TX. This training is being 
offered at the request of members of FUMC Kaufman, how-
ever all who are interested are welcome to attend.

This was born 
out of “lessons learned” from 9/11 and the need for volun-
teers to hold specific credentials to enter the disaster site. 
This process will enable all Early Response Team volunteers 
who attend (and pass) the appropriate UMCOR training 
courses as well as submit a background check to receive 
national certification to assist following a US disaster.
